The 2009 MidYear Meeting of the Committee on Highway Capacity and Quality of Service (AHB 40) will be held on Wednesday June 10 to Saturday June 13 at the Hyatt Regency, Newport Beach, CA.

Meeting Schedule

This meeting we will be voting on 9 out of the 23 draft chapters in Volumes 1, 2, and 3 of the 2010 HCM update.  Between June and January 2010 we will be voting by electronic ballot (or at our January meeting) on 10 additional chapters.  The last 3 chapters (16: Urban Street Facilities, 17: Urban Street Segments, and 22: Interchange Ramp Terminals) will be voted on electronically between January and April 2010.

Because of the heavy chapter review load this June, the entire schedule between Wednesday afternoon and Friday night is dedicated to subcommittee meetings.  The subcommittee meetings will start Wednesday afternoon and continue through Thursday and Friday morning.

We are holding our joint meeting with the local ITE section on Thursday at Noon.

Starting FRIDAY AFTERNOON, the FULL COMMITTEE will be meeting to go over each of the 23 draft chapters in Volumes 1, 2, and 3.  The discussion of each chapter will be led by the appropriate group leader and subcommittee chair for that chapter (see agenda for designated discussion leaders).  The discussion leaders for each chapter will give a brief report to the committee on the status of the chapter, the status of their review, major issues, and recommended further action (9 chapters should be coming to a full committee vote at this meeting).
