Review of research statements voted on for the SCOR 2010 consideration – Bob Foyle circulated list of Research Needs by HCQS Group.  Several are related to QOS or LOS.  Could review be worthwhile to improve SCOR chances for funding? – Discussion 
Action Items – Establish research initiatives liaison to coordinate with Subcommittees regarding QOS/LOS
New Research Needs – Freeway Facilities suggested by Doug McLeod
Discussion topics raised regarding freeways in previous meetings:
· Differences exist in rural and urban freeways
· Current methods cannot provide insight into actual conditions once the system reaches E or F (agencies stop using the methodology) (Nevada, MD, CA) – time based measure of performance?  
· 50% of capacity on rural freeways can give high LOS (B) but when traveling long distances is this really LOS B?  
· Urban freeways – largely local expressway facilities
· Rural freeways – long haul freight movement
· Can we include benefits or increases in LOS with addition of ITS technologies – 511; Travel time estimates posted; increases sense of knowing what is coming
· Do we want the researchers to establish thresholds or do we want to allow the local authorities to establish those thresholds?  Do we want to try to capture the expectation or “norm” with the local freeway system?  

Action Item – Determine if existing research topics contain LOS/QOS and if Freeway Subcommittee interested in including traveler perceived aspects?  Address issues raised previously (above).  Additional concerns?
